OCTOBER 26, 2015 - 6:00 P.M.

The Callaway Commission met in workshop session with Mayor Thomas Abbott and Commissioners
Melba Covey, Bob Pelletier and Ralph Hollister in attendance. Also present was J. Michael Fuller, City
Manager; Kevin Obos, City Attorney; Janice L. Peters, City Clerk; Beverly Waldrip, Finance Director;
Tim Legare, Leisure Services Director; David Joyner, Fire Chief; Trevor Noble, Public Works Director
and Lisa Koepke, Assistant to the City Manager. Commissioner Henderson was not in attendance.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Abbott, followed by an invocation and the Pledge of
Allegiance.

Mayor Abbott reminded all of the public participation procedures ‘He advised there is a request
for an add-on item for tomorrow night’s regular meeting, the AWT Agreement with the County.
Attorney Obos reviewed the proposed agreement to be sent to the. County upon Commission
approval at tomorrow night's meeting. They have a copy ‘and their attorneys are reviewing. He
will be calling and scheduling a date with the Medlator in the event the Cmmty does not agree.

Weag ing th cOsts’ of proceeding to coliect the $308,000 the County is holding, the City is
recommending all involved agree to disagree in order to get the problem solved.

Mayor Abbott stated this issue has been going on for so long, but it takes diligence to keep focus
to solve the issue. He asked about the verbiage under number 3, recommending “unless the
owners unanimously consent otherwise” be added. He felt this to be a good offer and if the
County agrees, the City will have the authority to go in and install an Odor Control System. The
current verbiage allows for the County to go in an install a different system. The only way to
prevent this is to specify that every owner has to agree. City Attorney Obos advised the system
installed would have to be at least as effective as the current system. Discussion continued of the
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terminology. Mayor Abbott felt it to be a fair offer in order to get this long-standing problem
resolved for the benefit of the citizens.

Commissioner Covey pointed out that even though the County is withholding the $308,000 and
City will be paying for the OCS, the $268,000 the County is refunding will cover cost of the new
OCS and will not come out of the budget. She also pointed out that in the budget $580,000 had
been reserved for the wet well should the City be given ownership of it. Since that is not going to
happen, that amount will be released back into the budged. She also stated that $108,000 had
been spent on Attorney, mediation, and Engineering fees, which was already paid for in last
vear’s budget. She agreed that this is the best solution.

Mayor Abbott asked if there is a time-line for resolution. City:‘i'ﬁ'ftorney Obos hopes they will
agree and take the agreement to the County Commissioners a;_:tﬁ“e-.n' xt opportunity.

Budget Cleanup for FY2014/15

Commissioner Pelletier indicated he had met wrththe City Manager and asked”-_i_f all items had
come before Commission for approval. City Manager Fuller advised most of the items are
management items and adjustments to budgeted items, referencing changes.

Commissioner Pelletier asked about the cost increase to the WOW line items over all
depariments City Manager Fuller advised the band width had'to be increased, which was not
covered in the contract. Overall, City Manag ‘ller adwsed the adjustments are not increasing
the budget and the water fund is decreasmg Most are ré ed.to cleaning up the budget, such as
the meters that weren’t.purchased in the previous fi year and items like the power bill
fluctuation.

Finance Director Waldrip advised the salary over budget had nothing to do with sale of leave.
She indicated shereversed last year’s accruals for salaries and there was one more day this year
fromn last year’s. It is related to the last payroll for the fiscal year. She advised the $75 overage to
the Chamber was for attendance or luncheons at the meetings as they charge us for membership
whether attendance is made or not. City Manager and Finance Director will investigate.

Commissioner Covey asked for explanation for Other Services, which were a lot more than
anticipated. Finance Director Waldrip advised that is revenue overages that will offset other
unbudgeted increases, including FDOT maintenance for the lights, etc. Disposition of fixed
assets and increased legal fees were reviewed as well. It was pointed out that the increase of
annual leave in General Government of $3,319 was attributed to the payout of accrued time for
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the prior City Clerk. Commissioner Covey asked for line item explanations of the WOW
increases. Under the Fire Department, she asked what $4,210 unexpected SCBA repairs are
related to. Fire Chief Joyner advised it is repairs to the breathing apparatus and generator repairs.
Commissioner Covey asked about the $15,687 reduction in group insurance costs. Finance
Director Waldrip advised it is related to fluctuations in employee elections. City Manager Fuller
advised that during budget cleanup, overages in line items are used to offset shortages in other
line items so that they do not need to impact reserves.

Under Streets, Commissioner Covey asked about the increase of $100,000. Finance Director
Waldrip advised that was just moved paving from Road Materials and Supplies to a Capital line
item as recommended by the auditors. Under Maintenance mventory is adjusted annually at the
end of the Fiscal Year. :

Commissioner Covey asked why Rental & Leases for.'-"Leisi'li‘é'ﬂ'"S.ervices was higher than
anticipated. City Manager Fuller indicated a scissor lift was rented until the purchase was made.

Commissioner Covey asked about the increase in. Engineering Services of $5,518 in Sewer. City
Manager Fuller advised there was still exnstmg moneys that made up the dlfference in the $6,500
for the AWT issue.

Lockbox — Review of Information

City Manager Fuller advised the contractor that provides this service put together a letter that
reviewed the benefits of the Lockbox. He stated it is a tremendous help in relieving the overload
on staff and the costs are minimal compared to other options. He recommended Commission
approve continuing the service.

Mayor Abbott advised he is in favor of sending all mail payments to the Lockbox to be processed.
Commissioners Pelletier and Covey did not agree. Commissioner Pelletier will address at
tomorrow’s meeting pending bank fee information from the City. Manager. Commissioner Covey
stated she had requested Lockbox invoices as well as invoices for the last temporary. She
received a printout, not the actual invoices. According.to her calgulations the process is not
saving the City any money at $7,049.32 for the 6- month period. Mayor. Abbott referenced the
letter received from the contractor which indicated théir. cost was $4,474. He indicated the
invoices may include other services since they _also handle delinquent accounts and robe calls
notifying customers of their delinquency, which Einance Director Waldrip confirmed. Discussion
continued with reference to the cost of hiring'a p ~time person. City Manager Fuller reiterated
that the process is cost effective and preferable to a part-time employee.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

David Griggs, 7111 Winona Street, r rdmg Lockbox stated he does not see the need for the
service or a temporary to do the work. He felt-other staff at City Hall should be able to help out
during the busy days of the month. He was in favor of bar-coding, which he felt would automate
and expedite the process.. Commissioner Cmvey advised she did ask about the bar-coding process,
which is not being: used at this time. City Manager Fuller advised it is not an effective process as
the ink tends to.smear and is not able to be processed Mr. Griggs further reviewed the bar-code

___v_ey brleﬂy reviewed the schedule and asked why a deposit is based on the
meter size rather than how much is being used.

Mayor Abbott advised residential accounts require a $250 deposit and $10 to start the account.
He felt the motels were paying too much and advised this process needs to be carefully reviewed

to alleviate unintentional consequences.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

David Griggs, 7111 Winona Street, stated the reasoning for going to the $250 was that the City
was at the time writing off about $40,060 a year in unpaid utility bills at $150 deposits and was
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typically transient residential. The Mayor would like to see the impact of the increased deposit
amount relative to the ones with remaining $150 deposits.

REGUELAR AGENDA

Ordinance No. 961 — Capital Improvement Refunding Boads, Series 2015

City Attorney Obos infroduced Mitch Owens, with RBC Underwriters and Jay Glover, the City’s
Financial Advisor. He advised tomorrow will be the action on the ordinance. Mr. Glover
reviewed the specifics of the ordinance which authorizes the 2015 bond for refinancing of the
2007 bonds. He advised the 2007 Bonds are callable 8/1/2017 so an escrow account will be set
up to pay those bonds of on that date. This will present a saving of around $736,000 of net
present value debt service savings as well as significant cash flow relief over the next 5 years. In
addition, the City will contribute about $3.8 million to the escrow, reducmg the amount of bonds
needed to pay off the old bonds. The $3.8 million will be coming from three sources. One being
$2.4 million from excess proceeds of the original transactions, $1.4 million is from the debt
service reserve fund, which is a fund set aside in 2007 as additional security for the bond holders
that won’t be needed based on the new security structure, and an addition $1 million reserves will
also be contributed. Bonds will then be issued in‘the amount of $15.7 million which will pay off
all the outstanding 2007 bonds. He reviewed the spreads_heet comparing the 2007 Prior Debt
Service to the 2015 Refunding Debt Service, as well‘as the annual sawng over the life of the
refundmg which will result in around $5.5 million. The end resuit is savings as well as cash flow
savings. :

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City Manager Fuller advised the copy Mr. Bell has is a draft and a lot of information being
referenced has been removed or rewritten. Mr. Glover indicated the Ordinance is what is being
approved. The exhibits can be modified up until the time the transaction is priced.

Resolution No. 15-27 — Policy — Wireless Communication Usage Allowance

Commissioner Pelletier reviewed and the City Manager confirmed that this policy clarifies that
employees that have been approved for reimbursement get $25 per month, with the exception of
the City Manager and certain utility employees that will receive $50.

Commissioner Covey didn’t agree that the policy leaves it up to the City Manager to define who
gets the $50. She felt it should be defined as the three people wha ‘monitor the Scada and Booster
systems and felt the whole policy could be simplified. .

Resolution No., 15-28 — Policy — Procedures for Collection of Deimquent A

Commissioners Covey and Pelletier did not agree wnth waiting for 9 days to submit the
delinquent accounts to collections. It was clarified that the “closed” accounts are what should be

Mayor Abbott thanked the City Cierk for the information provided and felt it could be additional
revenue. Commissioner Hollister did not feel the city to be in need of addition revenue from this
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source. Commissioner Covey stated that in the next few years there will be an increase in sewer,
which will need to be passed on to citizens. She felt the City could use all the revenue it can get
without putting it on the back of the citizens. Mayor Abbott indicated he brought this forward for
discussion because surrounding cities’ fees are lower and stated that some business owners are
also citizens of the community.

Mayor Abbott advised that even though the item was pulled there were two citizens that had
wanted 1o speak on the item and he would allow it.

Commissioner Covey — City G‘]'erk ()fﬁﬁe‘Quarteriy Report & PEC

Commissioner Covey thanked the City Clerk for providing the Quarterly Report and referenced
her assumptien of certain tasks, such as the bid process, mailing of checks and processing of the
newsletter. She. wanted to make it clear that the Commission directs the City Clerk and anything
assigned should come before the Commission beforehand. She felt oversight for mailing checks
could be done by other staff, stating that any work to be done by the Records Clerk or the Human
Resource person, who are under the supervision of the City Clerk, should be approved by her.
She asked the City Clerk if she is overseeing the Human Resource person. City Clerk Peters
advised that, according to direction from Commission she is supposed to be overseeing the day-
to-day duties of those positions.

City Attorney Obos stated that all employees, with the exception of the City Clerk fall under the
supervision of the City Manager. Commissioner Covey reiterated that any tasks given the City
Clerk should have come before Commission.

City Attorney Obos reviewed the proposed agreement which was sent to the County for review.
The County has returned the contract with modifications, which was reviewed. City Attorney
Obos advised there are no significant changes. He reviewed as followed:

Paragraph 2, regarding repair costs, was just broken into two paragraphs. The County is holding
2 years of rebates or refunds. The first year amount is $384,000 and last year was $190,000.
They have agreed to return all to the City except $308,250 which represents the city’s offer of
compromise regarding the invoice sent in May of 2014, totaling $480,000. The City denies that
they are required to pay the fee but agreed to it in the interest of receiving the balance of the
funds. The payment shall not be construed as an admission of lfabilzty by the City or used to
interpret the intent and effect of the Interlocal Agreement.

Paragraph 3, regarding the Odor Control System (OCS), stz{ies that IF the OCS is to be replaced
to allow the City to do it with an 18-month time frame. This will be operated and maintained for
a period of 6 months after completion of replacemem or modification by the City, at its own
expense. :

Commissioner Covey called attention to Section A of paragraph 3, which stated, “Thereafter, if
the City shall have installed and maintained the OCS, the Operator shall operate and maintain the
OCS or install and maintain an OCS at AWT-2 that is at least as effective in addressing
neighborhood odor as the OCS, unless the Owners unanimously consent otherwise.” This was
changed, removing the last part whic ""ouid require the new ‘OCS to be at least as effective in
addressing neighborhood odor. City Attomey ‘Obos advised he called the County Manager about
it and they felt it to be a rushed mistake. Attorney Obos recommended the sentence be reduced to
read, “Thereafter (after the 6-month period), if. the City shall-have installed and maintained the
OCS, the Operator shall operate and maintain the OCS.” This would require the Operator to
maintain the one.the City installs. Mayor Abbott recommended adding replacing “the” with
“that” OCS, at the end of the sentence

Attorney Obos asked if. Commlsswn wanted to g:we the Operator the option, alternatively, to
recommend. back to them and insist on the optton that they can change out the OCS as long as it is

d with them; the Clty will have access to the Veterans Park Lift Station while it is
aced and mamtamed and the parties will coordinate on any risk management issues.

He advised th they deieted 3(g), which read, “In the event of a disagreement between the City
and the Operator .concerning any of these matters, the matter shall be submitted for final
determination to.the Owners or, if appointed, to the new AWT System Governing Board. He was
not bothered by the deletion, stating that if there is a disagreement the City will just go back and
enforce the agreement through the proper process, which was discussed.

Paragraph 4 simplifies and consolidates the process, referencing the Interlocal Agreement. City
Attorney Obos indicated both the City and the Operator should be on the permit as it is owned by
all parties.

Paragraph 5 is much the same, referencing Exhibit “A” dealing with upstream improvements.
City Manager Fuller advised everything in Exhibit A references processes already planned.

Paragraphs 6 relating to the County’s Pre-treatment Ordinance and 8 relating to Local Limits
were consolidated, deleting redundant verbiage.

The agreement began with a Notice of Violation from the County that was not authorized. The
agreement states in sub-paragraph 8(b) that the parties have agreed to disagree in order to settle
their differences. Accordingly, the County will withdraw its Notice of Violation issue to the City
and to postpone implementation of any limit for corrosion chemicals or H2S for 18-months from
the effective date of the agreement.

Commissioner Covey expressed concern with the word “postpone™, which she felt only postpones
the inevitable. City Attorney Obos felt this is fine until there is a new governing system in place,
but also, the City stili hasn’t gotten to the point of challenging what they are doing. He felt that
assumes the Local Limit has actually been adopted, which it has not, and recommended changing
the verbiage to “postpone any request to FDEP”.

Budget Cleanup

Commissioner Pelletier as ._d if the work had already been done with the $5,000 change order
without coming: to Commission for approval. City Manager Fuller advised the change order was
needed to repair’ the fi berglass liner for the rehab. Core samples were not done during the
evaluation of lifi- statlo' hab. it is not the norm to have two layers of lining and this was not
discovered in advance. “Th situation Was dlscovered mid-construction. He believes the liner was
m:t;ally mcom:ctiy mstal ed.

- :Mayor Abbott can accept that unexpected problems will arise, whether a core sample is done or
not,. but the change order should have been brought to Commission.

Directo’f Noble reviewed the process from the beginning, advising it is not recommended that a
core sample be done on a wet well because it can affect the integrity of the wet well as it is
structurally reinforced. The standard process is that liners are not installed on top of liners, so
upon initial visual inspection it was assumed it would be the standard construction. There was no
reason to believe there would be more than one liner. Initial power/acid washing of the liner
eroded the visible liner, revealing the fiberglass liner. Construction ceased at that time.
Bypassing the wet well costs $1,500 - $2,000 per day for pumps, generators, etc. A quick
decision had to be made, which is normal procedure. Staff strives to omit change orders but when
in the midst of engineering it is common place because you cannot foresee these issues. He
advised that in order to alleviate this problem in the future, all records for past lift station rehabs
have been pulled for review and to determine if other wells have had fiberglass installed.

City Manager Fuller agreed it should have come to Commission but he made an administrative
decision because it would have cost more to delay the process.
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Commissioner Pelletier indicated he is tired of these decisions being made by staff; referencing
10 pages of budget cleanup items being presented tonight that have already been done.

City Manager Fuller stated that none of the budget cleanup items has increased the budget as they
are transfers within the respective departments. Commissioner Pelletier advised Commission sets
the policy and the City Manager ignores it. City Manager Fuller stated he did not ignore policy,
he overlooked it because up until this past year it is a process the City has never done.

Commissioner Covey, referencing the overall budget cleanup, expressed concern that this is
coming to Commission at such a late date. She indicated that most of the costs were anticipated
and should have been addressed earlier. City Manager Fuller advised it is an end-of-year budget
cleanup, which is something normally handled administratively at.the staff level.

WHEREAS, Resolution 08-29 sets utility rates and procedures for residential,
commercial, industrial and bulk water and sewer utility service and related charges for
the City of Callaway; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Callaway has determined that it
is fiscally sound and necessary to revise certain deposit amounts, fees and charges.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF
THE CITY OF CALLAWAY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. UTILITY SERVICE RECONNECTION CHARGES. Reconnection
charges required in Section 18-51 and 18-108 of the Callaway Code of Ordinances shall
be $25.00 if such reconnection is accomplished between the hours of 7:30 a.m. and 6:00
p.m. Monday through Friday; and $55.00 if reconnection is accomplished after hours.

SECTION 2. DEPOSITS AND ACCOUNT CHARGES. Deposits and account charges
called for in Section 18-52 and 18-106 of the Callaway Code of Ordinances shall be as
follows:

A. WATER ACCOUNT DEPOSITS

i. RESIDENTIAL WATER CUSTOMERS.  Any residential
customer as defined in Chapter 18 of the Callaway Code of
Ordinances of the City of Callaway shall be required to pay a
$250.00 deposit plus a $10.00 account charge.

ii. IRRIGATION SYSTEMS. Any residential water customers who
have an established water account with the City shall be required
to pay connection fees and a Forty dollar ($40.00) deposit for
installation of an irrigation meter. The deposit for commercial
customers with a %" meter size shall be $100.00.

iii. COMMERCIAL, INDUSTRIAL OR BULK WATER
CUSTOMERS. Each commercial, industrial or bulk customer
shall be required to pay a water deposit in the following amount:

MASTER METER SEWER CUSTOMERS.  Commercial,
industrial and bulk or multi-family master meter sewer customers
must pay a deposit of $135.00 per unit/space and an account
charge of $10.00 to establish a utility account with the City.

C. DEPOSIT REFUND. In the event a customer closes an account, the deposit
will be first applied to any sums outstanding on the account and the balance will
be refunded to the customer at the last known address on file with the City.

SECTION 3. SERVICE WORK CHARGES. Service work orders and checks for leaks
or meter misreads requested by a customer shall result in a $10.00 charge on that
customer’s utility account. In the event the service call results in the discovery of a City
teak or misread meter the charge shall not apply. Customers are allowed one service call
per year without charge.

SECTION 4. REPEALER. All Resolutions or parts of Resolutions in conflict herewith
are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION 5. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Resolution shall take effect December 1, 2013,

BAD DEBT WRITE-OFF POLICY FOR UTILITY BILLING

Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (GAAP) requires Accounts Receivable (AR) amounts
to be reported net of refunds and uncollectible accounts in the City financial statements. The
City’'s bad debt write-off policy for delinquent utility accounts receivable is established to ensure
that Utility customer receivables are accurately reported. Pursuant to this policy, a portion of AR
that is deemed fo be not collectible is written off. This is an accounting entry made to ensure
that bad debts are written off within a reasonable period to more accurately reflect the City's
current assets. It does not prevent the City from eventually collecting the receivable. After being
written off, payment will continue to be pursued through internal efforts and a collection agency.

Accounts receivable are recorded in a manner that allows for aging analysis. At the end of each
fiscal year, an allowance for doubtful accounts is established for all AR more than 90 days old.
The allowance for doubtful accounts represents an estimate of the total amount of AR deemed
to be uncollectible. As required by GAAP, AR is shown net of the allowance for doubtful
accounts on the City’s balance sheet to ensure that receivable balances are not overstated. The
City anticipates bad debt and includes an operating budget line item to recognize this "cost” of
doing business. Fiscal year-end adjustments to the allowance for doubtful accounts are
expensed to bad debt expense. The year-end entry is an estimate of the collective amount of
bad debt estimated and does not write-off individual customer account balances.

On a monthly basis, the Finance Department submits customer accounts that are delinquent for
over 80 days to our collection agency. Prior to sending a customer account to collections:

{1) Deposits held must have been applied to the account balance.
{(2) A final billing must have been sent and the account must be closed.
(3) The account balance exceeds $10.

The City's financial software system generates an accounting entry when processing delinquent
accounts to be sent for collection. This entry reduces (credits) AR and (debits) Allowance for
Doubtful Account balances. The amount sent to collections is documented on individual
customer accounts in the City's software system. A cumulative record of outstanding
submissions is maintained by our collections provider. Delinquent accounts with balances of
less than $10 will be written off every 6 months upon approval by the City Manager.

To record the receipt of AR previously sent to collections, an entry is made to debit cash and
credit Allowance for Doubfful Accounts. This entry updates individual customer accounts to
document that the amount sent o collections has been paid. Collections retained by or sent to
our collection agent to pay for their services are expensed to contractual services.

A list of customer receivables showing account numbers and balances will be reported to the
Commission, guarterly.

Nothing contained herein shall preclude the City from seeking or accepting payment on any bad
debt that has been written off. For bookkeeping purposes and the annual audit, we must write-
off these accounts however this action does not forgive the debt. The City requires all
delinquent account balances to be paid in full before new service is established.

01 - BATIONARY PERIOD
The probationary or "working test” period is utilized to abserve the new employee's
work, to secure the most effective adjustment of a new empioyee to the position and
to reject any employee whase performance does not meet the required work
standards,

The probationary period for ali employees will be for one (1} year from the first day
of work. This aliows time for new employees to adjust to their new jobr and provides
the supervisor an opportunity to evaluate job performance. At the discretion of the
City Manager, where there are concerns regarding job performance, an employee
may have the probation period extended for a period up to ninety (90} days. An
amployee may be released from employment any time during this period

New employees, or employees in a new position, will receive a written evaluation
at thirty (30) days, ninety (90) days and one-hundred eighty {180) days of
employment. Evaluations will be prepared by the immediate supervisor with
Department Head’s approval, and given to the Clty Manager for review, A copy wii
be provided to the Human Resources Director for inclusion in personnel files within
five (5} working days of the set {30, 98, 180) day intervals,

During the probationary period, the employee's Department Head will notify the
employee if performance is not satisfactory and the job requirements are not being
met. If a probaticnary employee has been found to be ungualified to perform, or will
not or cannot properly perform the duties of the pesition, the employee shall be
dismissed by the Department Head at the time of such determination.

Upon successful compietion of this probationary period, all nonexempi employees,
and certain exempt classified employees, gain permanent status.

6.14 — LEAVES OF ABSENCE

The City of Callaway recognizas various types of leave necessary to accommodate
personnei, military, and civic responsibilities.

6,14{A) ~ FUNERAL LEAV

A, All full time regular employees (including probationary employees) will be
allowed time off from scheduted work days to attend the funeral involving the
employee's spouse, child, father, mother, biological grandparents, brother,
sister, father-in-law, and mother-in-faw, brothee-in-law, and sister-in-law (the
afgrementioned definition includes biological or step). Pay for such funeral
leave shall be limited to three consecutive working days. Fire Department
staff shall be limited to one shift {24 hours).

B. In the event of the death of a co-worker or a community civic leader, a City
employee may be granted, upon approval of the City Manager, time off
with pay not to exceed three (3) hours in order to attend loca! funeral

services,
C. Authorized funeral leave shall not be charged to any other leave account.
D. Should an employee require additional time other than provided above,

he/she may request additional time from his/her Department Head. Upon



approval, any additional time used may be charged to his/her accrued annual

leave,

E. At the discretion of the department head, an employee may be required to
provide proof of death in family, as defined above, before compensation is
approved.

4 = MILITARY LEAVE
A. Military leave of absence accurs when an empioyee leaves his/her job to enter

military service. Such employees are guaranteed re-empioyment rights angd
other pay and job protection under federal law. The City is obligated under
the Vietnam Era Veterans' Readjustment Assistance Act (VEVRAA) to grant
leave to employees to serve in the U.S. Armed Forces, the various reserve
units or the National Guard under federal orders.

B. Upon completion of military service, employees are entitied to be restored to
their forrmer jobs with full seniority, or to a position offering the same pay,
rank and seniority.

C. Along with pratecting employees' pre-service rate of pay, federal law
mandates that returning service personnel be given any general increases,
length-of-service, or cost-of-living pay hikes they would have received had
their employment not been interrupted by military duty.

D Military leave will be granted upon the following conditions:

a. The employee has received netification from proper authority or
voluntarily entists in military service,

b, A verified copy of the official notification of induction or recall to
military is presented to the City. A record of this notice will be placed
i the employee's personnel file,

C. Employees in the active reserves or National Guard who attend
summer camp or other training exercises wilt be granted teave with
pay in accordance with Fiorida Statutes. Paid ieave may not exceed
seventeen (17) working days in any annual perfod beginning October 1
and ending September 30, Leaves in excess of the above shalt he
charged as annual leave or leave without pay. A copy of official orders
must be submitted to the employee's department head In advance of
granting such leave,

d. Upon resumption of active employment with the City, the employee
will be given credit for acceptable service performed prior to entering
the military for length of service purposes, and for pension purposes
when the pension law is complied with. Employees shall be given
benefit of any range increases granted for the position vacated during
military absence.

A. An employee shall be given time off without ioss of pay when performing jury
duty, when subpoenaed to appear before a court, pubtic bedy or cammission,
or when performing emergency civilian duty in connection with nationat
defense.

6.12{D) - ADMINISTRATIVE LEAV

An employee may be granted no more than 1 day administrative leave per month by
the City Manager.

A. In granting administrative leave for any purpose under this section,
the Commission and City Manager should take into consideration the
impact of such leave on the City functions,

8. If an employee does not use administrative leave as authorized in this
section, the employee shall not accrue or be paid for such leave. Use
of leave under false pretenses, or non-compliance with this policy,
may be grounds for disciplinary action up to and including termination.

C. Commission/Mayor shall grant administrative leave to the City Manager
at their discretion.

6.14{E) - EDUCATIONAL ERENC AV

A full time permanent empioyee can be given aducational leave, with full pay (or
partial pay) during working hours for the purpose of taking courses directiy

related to their work as determined by the appropriate department head and the City
Manager. Requests for such leave must be autherized in advance and they may not
exceed a total of ten days in any one calendar year, except as may be approved

by the City Manager.

6.14{F} - LEAVE TO TAKE EXAMINATIONS

An employee can be granted leave with pay while taking examinations before a
federal, state, or other governmental agency, provided such examinations are
pertinent to City employment.

14{G) - LEAVE OF ABSENCE WITHOUT P
Al The City Manager may grant & full time permanent emplayee a leave of
absence without pay up to four {(4) months length, under circumstances
warranting such action,

B. Failure of an employee to return to duty upon the expiration of leave without
pay shall be interpreted as a resignation.



C Leave without pay shall be granied only when it will not result ins harm to the
interests of the City service.

i. An employee can return from Jeave without pay to the same salary
position in the pay grade as at the time of comunencement of leave
praviding the position is available.

ORDINANCE NO. 837
AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR AN AMENDMENT TO
ORDINANCE NO. 529 CHANGING THE NOMENCLATURE OF
“OCCUPATIONAL LICENSE FEE” TO “LOCAL BUSINESS
TAX”; REPEALING ANY ORDINANCES WHICH ARE IN
CONFLICT HEREWITH; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE
DATE.
WHEREAS, the Callaway City Commission approved Ordinance No. 529 on March
1997 providing for an occupational license tax; and
WHEREAS, on June 9, 2006, Governor Jeb Bush signed chapter 2006-152, House Bill No.
1269 instructing municipalities to issue “receipts” instead of “licenses” for “local business taxes”,
previously referred to as “occupational licenses™; and
WHEREAS, this change is simply a nomenclature change and has no substantive effect; and
WHEREAS, the City of Callaway desires to change its ordinance so the nomenclature is
consistent with the State law.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF
CALLAWAY, FLORIDA:
SECTION1 From and after the effective date of this Ordinance, Ordinance No.

529 is amended to read as follows:

Section 1l: Local Business Tax. In order to be granted the
privilege of engaging in or managing any business, profession or
occupation within the City, every person, corporation, partnership
or other business entity (hereinafter referred tc as "person" is
required to obtain a local business tax receipt. However, a local
business tax receipt is not required of persons who own and rent or
lease one residential or commercial unit. Any person who exercises
any of the privileges of carrying on, engaging in, managing or

conducting any business, occupation, or profession within the City

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of Callaway must pay a business tax at the time and in the amount
as provided herein. The receipt provides regulatory information to
the City so that the City can maintain the health, safety and
welfare of the citizens. A local business tax is hereby levied on
any person who maintains a permanent business location or branch
office within the City for the exercise of any of the privileges of
carrying on, engaging in, managing or conducting any business
occupation, or ©profession within the City of Callaway
Alternatively, any person who does not qualify under the above
provision and who transacts any business or engages in any
occupation or profession in interstate commerce, if such business
tax is not prohibited by Section 8 of Article I of the United
States Constitution, must comply with the provisions of this
ordinance

Section 2: Amount of Local Business Taxes. Every person
exercising the privilege of carrying on or engaging in the
business, profession or occupation hereinafter specifically
enumerated shall pay a business tax in the amounts as fixedqd
hereinafter; each such amount, unless otherwise specifically
stated, shall be in the amount so stated payable annually as a
business tax for exercising such privilege or carrying on or
engaging in a business, profession or occupation. It shall be
unlawful for any person to carry on or engage in any business,
occupation or profession herein prescribed and designated without

having first paid the local business tax as provided herein
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Every new business, occupation and profession must pay a fee
of $50.00, unless the $50.00 fee is more than a 200 per cent
increase in the fee charged in Ordinance 410 or 413, in which case
the minimum fee is $25.00 or a 200% increase in the fee charged in
Ordinance 410 or 413, whichever is greater. The maximum fee is

$50.00. For example: all businesses, occupations and professions

except for those specifically listed in the next paragraph pay as
follows: if the fee in Ordinance 410 was $5.00, the fee under this
ordinance is $25.00. If the fee in Ordinance 410 was $20.00, the
fee under this ordinance ig $50.00. If the fee in Ordinance 410 was
$35.00, the fee under this ordinance ig §50.00. If the fee in

Ordinance 410 was $200.00, the fee under this ordinance ig $50,00.

Mobile home parks pay the greater of a $25.00 minimum or $3.00
per space with the maximum fee not to exceed $50.00. Multi-family
dwellings with three units or less (duplex, triplex, apartments,
etc.) pay the greater of a $25.00 minimum or $6.00 per unit with
the maximum fee not to exceed $50.00. Multi-family dwellings with
four units or more (quadraplex, apartments, etc. pay the greater
of a $25.00 minimum or $12.00 per unit with the maximum fee not to
exceed $50.00. Hotels and motels pay $37.50 for 20 rooms or less

and $50.00 for 21 rooms or more

Section 3: Posting Receipts. It shall be the duty of any

person conducting that business in the City of Callaway to keep the

receipt posted in a prominent place on the premises of the

business.
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Section 4: Penalties. Receipts that are not renewed when

due and payable are delinquent and subject to a delinquency penalty
of 10 percent for the month of October, plus an additional 5
percent penalty for each subsequent month of delinquency until
paid. However, the total delinquency penalty may not exceed 25
percent of the local business tax for the delinquent establishment

Any person who engages in or manages any business, occupation
or profession without first obtaining a local business receipt if
required, is subiject to a penalty of 25 percent of the local
business tax due, in addition to other penalties provided by law

Any person who engages in any business, occupation or
profession covered by Chapter 205, PFPlorida Statutes, who does not
pay the reqguired local business tax within 150 days after the
initial notice of tax due, and who does not obtain the required
local business receipt is subject to civil actions and penalties,
including court costs, reasonable attorneys fees, additional
administrative costs incurred as a result of collection efforts
and a penalty of up to $250.00.

Section 5: Separate Receipts Required for Separate

Locations. If any person operates any business, occupation or
profession at more than one location, each location shall be
considered a separate business and a separate receipt is required
for each unliess the separate businesses are located at the same

street address.

Section 6: Occupations in More than One Clagsification
Crd. 837
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When a person's occupation, profession or business falls into more
than one local business classification as determined by the
Clerk such business, occupation, or profession shall comply
only the highest tax required of any of the clasasifications
classification must be receipted and reflected on the receipt.
Classifications shall be determined by the City Commission by
resolution and shall be adopted from time to time as needed

Section 7 Sa f Receipta A. General Receipts.

receipts shall be issued by the City Clerk or designee Prior to
issuing a receipt, the City Clerk or designee must verify
compliance of the business, occupation or profession’s location in
relation to the City of Callaway Comprehensive Growth Development
Plan and Land Development Regulations by contacting the designated
person for verification of local business receipts If the
applicant disputes the determipation, an appeal can be made to the
Callaway Board of Adjustment, whose determination shall be final

The City Clerk or designee shall maintain a list of all
receipts issued showing the date of issuance, the name of the party
tc whom the receipt is issued, the number of the xeceipt and the
nature of the businessles), occupation(s) or profession{s) which
pertain to that applicant

B. Home Occupations. aAll applications for home local
business receipts shall be submitted to the City Clerks office. A
public notice shall pe posted in the yard of the residence of the

proposed home occupation at least 10 days prior to consideration of
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the application by the Planning Department. The public notice shall
state that a home occupation application is pending and that
interested persons can obtain a copy of the application at the City
Clerks office. Also, the public notice shall state the date that
the City Clerk intends to issue the home local business receipt.

The City Clerk shall either approve, approve with conditions
or disapprove the application. The City Clerk shall disapprove a
receipt to a person whose application does not comply with this
ordinance.

The following occupations conducted in residential dwellings
are expressly prohibited and presumed to be public nuisances in
residential land use districts:

(1 Barber shop, beauty shop.

{(2) Public dining facility.

(3) Photographic studio

4) Film developing or processing.

(8) Repair shop, except watches and jewelry.

(6) Laboratory, involving the conduct of experiments
entailing the use of chemicals or matter of

energy that creates, or causes to be created

noise, noxious odors, or hazardous dangers to

the public health, safety and welfare.

In order to approve the local business application, the City
Clerk must find that (1) the business activity constitutes a home
occupation as defined herein, and (2) the application complies with

the provisions of this ordinance, the City of Callaway
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Comprehensive Growth Development Plan, the City of Callaway Land
Development Regulations and other applicable law. If the City Clerk
finds that the local business application does not comply with
aforementioned, then the application shall be disapproved. If the
applicant disagrees with the determination by the City Clerk a
written appeal can be made within 30 days to the Callaway Board of
Adjustment, whose determination shall be final

Section 8: Receipt Renewals, All receipt renewals shall

be sold beginning August 1 of each year and shall be due
payable on or before September 30 of each year. Every receipt
expires on September 30 of the succeeding year. In the event that
September 30 falls on a weekend or heoliday, the tax shall be due
and payable on or before the first working day following September
30

If a person, corporation, partnership or other business entity
owes the City for past due local business taxes, the outstanding
fees plus applicable penalties must be paid prior to renewal of the
receipt at the rates included in this ordinance. If outstanding
fees and penalties are not paid, then the receipt will not be
renewed

Section 9: Trangfer of Receipts. Any businessreceipt may

be transferred to a new owner, when there is a bona fide sale of
the business, upon payment of a transfer fee of 10 percent of
annual local business tax, but not less than $3.00 nor more than

$25.00, and presentation of the original receipt and evidence of
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the sale.
Section 10: Revocation and Cancellation of Receipt. In

addition to the other penalties provided in the Callaway Code of
Ordinances, any person violating any provisions of this ordinance
shall be subject to receipt revocation. Upon the conviction of any
person of violation of any provision of this ordinance, the City
Clerk may, in her discretion, revoke and cancel the receipt of

person so convicted. The renewal or reissuance of the receipt shall

be in the discretion of the City Commission.
Section 11: Receipts Not to Affect Other Taxeg ox Permit

Fees. Receipts imposed and collected by this ordinance shall not

be construed to exempt the payor from liability for other forms of
taxation on property used in the business, occupation, or
profession nor shall it exempt the payor from liability for payment
of other taxes or permit fees set forth in any other section of the
Callaway Code of Ordinances

Section 12: Nuisance. No business, licensed or not, shall

be so conducted or operated as to amount to a nuisance.
Section 13: Home Occupation Defined. Prior to approving an

application for a home occupation, the Planning Department must
determine whether the proposed business activity constitutes a home
occupation. A home occupation is that business activity in a
residential land use district that:

{a) is conducted within the confines of a residence,

Section 13: Repeal. Ordinance 468 and others in conflict

herewith, are repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 14: Bffective Date . This Ordinance shall take

effect wupon passage. Existing businesses, occupations and
professions shall pay the local business fees outlined herein upon
renewal of their receipts. New businesses, occupations or
professions which are established after the date of passage shall
pay local business fees according to this ordinance

SECTION 2: Effective Date. This Ordinance shall take effect upon passage.

The CITY shall bear all costs incident to compliance with the requirements of this Article IV.

ARTICLE V.
PERIOD OF SERVICE

This Agreement shall commence on the date written on page one and shall terminate five years
from that date with the option to renew the Agreement, upon mutual agreement of the parties,
unless the Agreement is terminated pursuant to Article Vit of this Agreement.

The period of service of each individual Task Order shall be specified and mutually agreed to in
the specific Task order.

if there are material modifications or changes in the extent of the services or in the time of
performance of ENGINEER's services, the various rates of compensation and the time of
completion of the services shall be adjusted appropriately.

in the event there are defays caused by the CITY in approval of any of the plans submitted by
ENGINEER or if there are delays occasioned by circumstances beyond the control and without
fault or negligence of ENGINEER which delay the scheduled project completion date, the CITY
may grant an extension of time equal to the aforementioned project schedule delay, as a
minimum and not to exceed the Agreement term, by issuance of a Time Extension Letter. This
letter will be for time only and does not include any additional compensation.

It will be the responsibility of ENGINEER to ensure at all times that sufficient time remains in the
Project Schedule within which to complete the services on the Task Order. in the event there
have been delays which would affect the project completion date, ENGINEER will submit a
written request to the CITY which identifies the reason(s) for the delay, the amount of time
related to each reason and specific indication as to whether or not the delays were concurrent
with one another, the CITY will review the request and make a determination as to granting ail
or part of the requested extension.

In the event time for performance of the scheduled services expires and ENGINEER has not
requested, or if the CITY has denied, an extension of the Project Schedule completion date,
partial progress payments will be stapped on the date time expires. No payment shali be made
for work performed after the Project Schedule completion date until a time extension is granted
or all work has been completed and accepted by the CITY if the Agreement term has not
expired.

ARTICLE Vi
COMPENSATION AND PAYMENT

Method of Compensation. This Agreement provides for three ways for the CITY and ENGINEER
to accomplish payment for services rendered. These include:

6.1.1 Lump Sum Payment. If the scope of the work of a specific task can be determined with
reasonable certainty, the CITY and ENGINEER may negotiate a fixed, lump sum fee. The
scope of the work and the negotiated fee shall be reduced to writing and signed by both
parties.

6.1.2 Hourly Fees. Work may be accomplished using ENGINEER's hourly rates, reflected on
Exhibit B, applied to the actual hours that are required to accomplish the assigned task,
plus direct expenses. ENGINEER shall provide a “not to exceed” amount as set forth in
Section 6.4 to the CITY prior to performing work by hourly rates with the exception of
emergency situations.

6.1.3 QOther. Any other method that is mutually agreeable.

Default Method of Compensation. If a Task is assigned to ENGINEER by competent authority of

the CITY and no method is specified or otherwise agreed to, the Hourly Fees method above shall
be used.

Hourly Rate Schedule. ENGINEER’S hourly rates for service are shown in Exhibit 8. These rates
are subject to modification during the term of this Agreement only upon written approval of the
CITY, if madified, Exhibit B will be amended to reflect the changes.

“Not to Exceed” Amount. A not to exceed amount shall be established by mutual agreement for

each Task Order. If at any time ENGINEER determines that, without the fault of ENGINEER, the
not to exceed amount will not be sufficient to compiete the services, he shall give notice of the
same to the CITY, accompanied by his estimate of the additional funding necessary to complete

Estimates of Cost. ENGINEER has no control over the cost of labor, materials or equipment, or
over contractor(s) methods of determining prices, or over competitive bidding or market
conditions. As a result, his opinions of estimated Project cost or construction cost are to be
made on the basis of his experience and qualifications and represent his professional judgment
as an engineer, but ENGINEER cannot and does not guarantee that such cost will not vary from
opinions of estimated cost prepared by him.

Reimbursable Expenses. Reimbursable Expenses mean the actual expenses incurred directly or
indirectly in connection with the Project for: transportation and subsistence incidental thereto;
telephone calls and fax charges; postage and delivery charges; photographic and phota copying
expense; and reproduction of reports, drawings, specifications, and other Work-related items as
are set forth in the “Expenses” Schedule of Exhibit B. ENGINEER's costs associated with
computer usage shall also be a Reimbursable Expense, with ENGINEER to be compensated at his
normal billing rates in effect for computer use at the time the usage occurs.

Additional Services. The CITY shall pay ENGINEER for Additional Services rendered under Article
11, Section 2.3 as follows:

6.7.1  For Additional Services rendered under Article Il on the basis of ENGINEER's Hourly Rate
Schedule in effect at the time the services are rendered, and on the actual hours of
services rendered by any employees assigned to the Project.

6.7.2  Special Consultants. For services and reimbursable expenses of special consultants
employed by ENGINEER, the amount billed therefore.

6.7.3 For Reimbursable Expenses. In addition to payments provided for under Article XI, the
CITY shall pay ENGINEER the actual costs of all Reimbursable Expenses incurred in
connection with Additional Services during the project.

Tax on Services. The amount of any excise, VAT or gross receipts tax that may be imposed shall

be added to the compensation indicated in each Task Order.

Monthly Billing. ENGINEER shail submit monthly invoices for Basic and Additional Services
rendered and for Reimbursable Expenses incurred. Invoices shall be submitted to the CITY in
detail sufficient for a proper pre-audit and post-audit thereof. Invoice(s) shall be submitted on
or before the fifteenth {15") day of the month and shall itemize the activities {and Reimbursable
Expenses, if appropriate) for the prior month,

Prompt Payment Act. Review, approval and payment by the CITY on proper invoice by ENGINEER
shall be in accordance with the Local Government “Prompt Payment Act” {“the Act”), section

218.74, Florida Statutes, ENGINEER may invoice for accrued interest or late payments in
accardance with the Act.

Right to Withhold Payment. The CITY may withhold payment on any invoice in the event that
ENGINEER is in default under any provision of this Agreement or any other Agreement between
ENGINEER and the CITY as of the time of processing the invoice or as of the time payment is
made available on the invoice. This right to withhold will continue until such time as the default
has been cured, and, upon cure, the CITY will have the right to retain an amount equal to the
damages suffered as a result of the default.

Payment After Termination. In the event of a termination under Article Vil Section 8.1 of this
Agreement, ENGINEER will be paid for all unpaid Basic Services, Additional Services and unpaid
Reimbursable Expenses, to the date of termination.

Records of Costs. Records of costs incurred under terms of this Agreement will be maintained
and made available upon request to the CITY at all times during the period of this Agreement
and for three years after final payment for the work pursuant to this Agreement is made. Copies
of these documents and records will be furnished to the CITY upon request. Records of costs
incurred will include ENGINEER’s general accounting records and the project records, together
with supporting documents and records, of ENGINEER and all sub-consultants performing work
on the project, and ail other records of ENGINEER and sub-consuitants considered necessary by
the CITY for a proper audit of project costs.

Budget. The CITY, during any fiscal year, will not expend money, incur any liability, or enter into
any contract which, by its terms, involves the expenditure of money in excess of the amounts
budgeted as available for expenditure during such fiscal year. Any contract, verbal or written,
made in violation of this subsection is null and void, and no money may be paid on such
contract. The CITY will require a statement from the comptroller of the CITY that funds are
available prior to entering into any such contract or other binding commitment of funds.
Nothing herein contained will prevent the making of contracts for periods exceeding one year,
but any contract so made shail be executor only for the value of the services to be rendered or
agreed to be paid for in succeeding fiscal years. Accordingly, the CITY's performance and
obligation to pay under this Agreement is contingent upon an annual appropriation by the
Legistature.

ARTICLE VL.
REJECTION OF WORK

CITY shall have the right to reject ENGINEER’s defective work.
For purposes of this Agreement, defective work shall be work that fails to adhere to professional
standards of competence as described in Article I}, Section 3.2 of this Agreement or that fails to

Either the CITY or ENGINEER may terminate this Agreement without advance notice and
effective immediately for cause which, on the part of ENGINEER shall be for breach of terms and
conditions of this Agreement, and, on the part of the CITY, shall be for failure to make payments
under the terms of this Agreement.

Either the CITY or ENGINEER may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30} days
advance written notice to the other party.

The CITY reserves the right to cancel and terminate this Agreement in the event ENGINEER or
any employee or agent of ENGINEER is convicted for any crime arising out of or in conjunction
with any work being performed by ENGINEER for or on behalf of the CITY, without penalty. It is
understood and agreed that in the event of such termination, ail tracings, plans specifications,
computer files, maps, and data prepared or obtained under this Agreement will immediately be
turned over to the CITY.

The CITY reserves the right to terminate or cancel this Agreement in the event ENGINEER will be
placed in either voluntary or involuntary bankruptcy or an assignment is made for the benefit of
creditors.

If the Agreement is terminated before performance is completed, ENGINEER will be paid for the
work satisfactorily performed. Payment is to be made on the basis of substantiated costs, not to
exceed an amount which is the same percentage of the contract price as the amount of work
satisfactorily completed is a percentage of the total work called for by the Agreement.

ARTICLE IX.
INSURANCE

Reguired Insurance. ENGINEER shall carry the following insurance during the performance of its
services:

9.1.1 Geners! Liability. ENGINEER shall carry and keep in force during the period of
this Agreement a general liability insurance policy or policies with a company or
companies authorized to do business in Florida, affording public fiabifity
insurance with combined bodily injury limits of at least $100,000 per person and
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$300,000 each occurrence, and property damage insurance of at lfeast $100,000
each occurrence, for the services to be rendered in accordance with this
Agreement, as well as the indemnity provided herein.

ENGINEER shall also carry and keep in force during the
period of this Agreement automoehbile liabiiity insurance policy or policies for all
vehicles operated by ENGINEER in the performance of services hereunder with a
company or companies authorized to do business in Florida, affording liability
insurance with combined bodily injury limits of at least $100,000 per person and
$300,000 each occurrence, and property damage insurance of at least $100,000
each occurrence, for the services to be rendered in accordance with this
Agreement, as well as the indemnity provided herein.

9.1.4 Professional Liability. ENGINEER will have and maintain during the term of this
Agreement, a professional fiability insurance policy with a company or
companies authorized to do business in the State of Florida, affording
professional liability coverage for the professional services to be rendered in
accordance with this Agreement in the amount of QOne Million Dollars
{$1,000,000.00) per claim.

9.2 Proof of Insurance. ENGINEER shall provide certificates of insurance evidencing its coverage,
prior to starting the Work. The certificates of insurance shall provide for advance notice to the
CITY of any subsequent modification or cancellation of the coverages.

ARTICLE X.
INDEMNIFICATION AND WAIVER

10.1  Hold Harmless. ENGINEER agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the CITY and all of its
officers, agents and employees from any and all actions, claims, liabilities, losses and expenses,
including but not limited to, attorneys’ fees for personal, economic or bodily injury, wrongful
death, loss of or damage to property which may arise or be alleged to have arisen out of the
negligence, recklessness or intentionaily wrongful conduct of the ENGINEER, its agents,
employees, or subcontractors during the performance of the Agreement, except that neither
ENGINEER, its agents, employees nor any of its sub-consultants will be liable under this
paragraph for any claim, loss, damage, cost, charge or expense arising out of any act, error,
omission or negligent act by the CITY aor any of tis officers, agents or employees during the
performance of this Agreement.

10.2  Consideration. The parties agree that 1% of the total compensation to ENGINEER for
performance of this Agreement is the specific consideration from the CITY to ENGINEER for
ENGINEER's indemnity agreement.
